Infections caused by bacteria, fungi, viruses or parasites can arise at each 
stage of human life, independent of gender and can sometimes lead to serious 
life threatening complications. Infections of the kidney and urinary tract belong 
to the most frequent illnesses caused by microorganisms. In some cases, these 
can lead to disturbances in kidney function and can have dramatic effects on 
the rest of the body. 
   
Aggravated processes cause acute kidney failure and are responsible for 
sudden deterioration by imminent renal insufficiency. Patients with chronic 
kidney insufficiency, patients on hemodialysis or peritoneal dialysis as well as 
those who have undergone a kidney transplant are also at risk. In addition, 
infections can arise directly from the kidneys or the urogenital tract and can 
cause serious malfunctions of other organs and organ systems.  Nearly 50% of 
all life-threatening cases of sepsis, which lead to irreversible organ malfunction, 
can be diagnosed with infections caused by bacteria and other microorganisms.  
  
For example females, who have become sick with diabetes mellitus, have an 
approximately 25 times increased risk of urinary tract infection. These patients 
are not only at risk through serious infection processes, but also by a 
disturbance of the metabolism. This situation usually results in significant 
exacerbation of diabetes. 
 
Urinary tract infections are one of the most common forms of kidney and 
urological disease. Manifestation and development, as well as the degree of the 
infectious disease, are influenced by host conditions and by the virulence and 
pathogenicity of the microorganisms. The infectious process can involve the 
lower urinary tract and the kidneys. 
 
Notable experts in the fields of experimental and clinical medicine from the 
USA, Japan, Sweden, France, Hungary, Czech Republic and Germany will 
present aetiological and pathogenic aspects of urinary tract infections. These 
will be summarised in the context of diagnostic and therapeutic options for 
medical practice.
